1.2 Rackmount Guidelines 
The hp AlphaServer DS15 is a three U unit and the PDU used is one U in size. This allows 
for a maximum of 13 systems in a 10000-Series cabinet.  
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1.3 Unpack Rackmount Box 
The rackmount box is one of three long boxes found in the unit’s shipping carton (see 
Figure 1-1 ).  It contains these instructions, two rack brackets, screws, two front brackets for 
securing the unit in the rack, template, and a power cord bracket.

1.4 Determine Base Zero 
Decide the relative position of the AlphaServer DS15 in the rack.  Base zero is where the 
bottom of the unit will be when installed in the rack.  

Base zero should be the horizontal centerline between the two square openings that are 
closest to each other on the vertical rack rail. 

If you are adding your AlphaServer DS15 to a rack already populated with other units, then 
base zero is near the top of the unit that will be underneath the AlphaServer DS15 you are 
installing.  Each AlphaServer DS15 needs a clearance of 9 holes (square openings on the 
vertical rack rail) to accommodate the three U height. 

 

NOTE: One U of space must be left on the bottom of the rack for a PDU. All population 
of rack systems must begin above this one U area."

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1.5 Install the Rack Rail Brackets 
Figure 1-2 shows the correct positioning of the AlphaServer DS15 on the rack rails.  To 
install the rack brackets, refer to Figure 1-3 and follow these steps. 

1. Insert the longer rear tabs into the corresponding openings on the rear rack rail and push 
the bracket slightly toward the rear of the rack .  Pull the bracket forward and in 
toward the side of the cabinet aligning the shorter front tabs into their corresponding 
openings in the front rack rail .  

2. Use two screws to secure the front of each bracket to the front rack rail. 

3. Repeat these procedures to install the other bracket in the exact same position on the 
other side of the rack.

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1.6 Attach the Rackmount Ears 
1. Align the three vertical holes located on the front edge of the system with the three 

holes on the rackmount ears (see Figure 1-4). 

2. Using a Phillips screwdriver, screw the ears onto the system. Do not apply excessive 
force.

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1.7 Insert and Secure the AlphaServer DS15 
1. Using both hands, place the AlphaServer DS15 onto the rails and push it back into the 

cabinet (see Figure 1-5). 

2. Push the AlphaServer DS15 back into the rack. 

3. Secure the AlphaServer DS15 into the cabinet by fastening the right and left front 
rackmount ears.

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1.8 Check Power and Secure Cables 
1. Remove the thumbscrew  (see Figure 1-6). 

2. Attach the power cord bracket with attached screw , turning it clockwise, but not 
tight. 

3. Route the power cord over the back of the rail, into the cabinet side area. 

4. Continue cabling.  When all cabling is complete, connect power cord  to the power 
controller unit.   

5. To hold the power cord connector tightly in place, move the power cord bracket  
over the rear of the power cord connector and tighten the attached screw .
